This includes everything covered in lab, everything
covered in lecture, and everything in Sample Survey: Principles € Methods, third edition from
Chapters 1, 2 (excluding 2.9, 2.14), 3 (excluding 3.5), 4 (excluding 4.2, 4.8), 5 (excluding 5.3,
5.4, 5.6, 5.7), 6, 7 (excluding 7.2, 7.3), 8 (excluding 8.2.2).

Your Grade: Your final exam counts for 42% of your course grade. Recall that the course
outline included the caveat that in order to receive a final grade of at least 60%, it is necessary
(but not sufficient) to receive a grade of at least 60% on the final exam. However, course grades
are subject to (upward) adjustment based on superior performance on the final exam.
